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Pupil Premium Report 2019 – 2020

Pupil Premium Strategy Statement 
The Pupil Premium is an additional amount of money given to schools to address underlying inequalities between disadvantaged children and their peers. It is intended to narrow the gap in attainment between disadvantaged children. The Pupil Premium was introduced in April 2011 and is allocated to schools to work with pupils who have been registered for free school meals at any point in the last six years (known as ‘Ever 6 FSM’).
 Schools also receive funding for children who are looked after continuously for more than six months, and for children who have been adopted as well as children of service personnel.
Pupils who attend Oak Hill School need an EHCP and formal consultation held with the Local Authority. We identify any child who is eligible for Pupil Premium upon arrival and use the funding to engage them in education, accelerate attainment and raise achievement through improving attendance, self-esteem, behaviour and progress.

This year our Pupil Premium funded students have outperformed our non-Pupil Premium cohort. It is important to take into account that these percentages are taken from a very small cohort so the figures can appear skewed in places. That is why we deal with all our students as individuals with a highly personalised approach. The Exceptional progress seen in Maths is almost exclusively in Years 7 & 8. 

Strategy 
In school barriers: issues to be addressed 
· Previous poor attainment against age related expectations – especially in literacy.
· Poor attendance and punctuality. 
· Social factors – negative influences e.g.: drug use; CSE; gangs; offending or anti-social behaviours.
· Disruptive behaviour; poor self-regulation. 
· Low resilience and acute anxiety. 
· Low self-esteem; low self-confidence.

External barriers
· Impoverished home learning environments (socio-economic; lack of enrichment).
· Lack of positive relationships; attachment issues.
· Negative prior experiences in school settings.
· Low aspirations and limited self-belief.

Desired outcomes
· Improved levels of literacy, numeracy and progress over time.
· Improved rates of attendance and punctuality.
· Improved resilience.
· Improved self-esteem and post-16 progression.
