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Key Stage 3
At Oak Hill, KS3 students receive high-quality science education that provides the foundation for understanding the world through the specific disciplines of biology, chemistry and physics.
At KS3 students have the option to complete the AQA Entry Level Science course to gain a recognised Science qualification, and prepare them for GCSE at KS4.
The course is modular, meaning students will be assessed throughout the year upon completion of 3 practical assessments and 3 written exams in each discipline.
Key Stage 4
At KS4 students study AQA GCSE Biology or AQA Entry Level Science.
The GCSE is a linear qualification, meaning students will complete exams at the end of the course.
Subject modules:
1. Cell biology
2. Organisation
3. Infection and response
4. Bioenergetics
5. Homeostasis and response
6. Inheritance, variation and evolution
7. Ecology
8. Key ideas
There are 10 required practical experiments students complete and two 1 hour 45 minute exams.
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
