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RE:  School Rules Regarding Mobile Phones
1.  If a student is mature and capable enough to bring a mobile phone into school, they are expected to comply with the school rules in relation to the carriage and use of phones in school.

2. Whilst the school is sympathetic in relation to the fact that their students have an abundance of reasons as to why they need to have their mobile phones whilst travelling to and from school, once in the building these reasons are no longer valid.

3. The policy of the school is that any mobile phone/electronic device brought into school is to be handed in to staff at the beginning of the school day.  These process means that all students can participate in their education without being distracted.

4. All phones/electronic devices are securely and safely stored and returned to students at the end of the school day.

5. Any occasion when a student needs to use a phone for any reason, they should be directed to the school office.  Office staff will then either make the call home or, in exceptional circumstances, allow the pupil to use the school’s phone free of charge.

6. Failure to comply with these basic rules will render the student having their mobile phone confiscated by staff and the device will only be returned to a responsible adult.
