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The Maths curriculum at Oak Hill has three main aims:
1. Develop all students’ Maths skills (adding, multiplying, subtracting, dividing and developing with the use of formulae)
2. Promote an enjoyment of problem solving
3. Support the students in preparing for, and achieving, a meaningful qualification in Maths (Functional skills or GCSE)
Students have three 45 minute Maths lessons per week at key stage three which increases to four 45 minute lessons per week at key stage four. 
The curriculum includes opportunities for students to solve a range of multiplication, division, addition and subtraction which leads to developing problem solving skills (such as inference, comprehension and working out final answers) and number skills, such as handling data, number sequences, algebra and the use of positive and negative numbers. These wide range of topics serves to expose students to various formula, methods and application that they may not be familiar with, in order to develop their mathematical awareness and knowledge. Many of the topics selected for study have a ‘real life application’ to further support understanding and relevance. Students regularly revise and learn with a member of staff or together in lessons.
Throughout key stage three, students work on developing their numeracy skills and their progress is tracked termly, with students regularly receiving feedback regarding what they are doing well, what specific skills they need to develop and how they can do this. These essential skills are developed throughout key stage three in preparation for all students to sit level one Functional Skills Maths in key stage four. Due to the nature of Oak Hill and the students’ educational needs, students may end up on different pathways. Some students will work towards level one whereas other students may progress to sit level two. There is also the option for students to work towards sitting their GCSE maths exams at the end of key stage four – these students will also sit level two Functional Skills to ensure that they leave us with a GCSE or acceptable equivalent which will allow them to secure a place at college or an apprenticeship. 
Currently, during form time, students are using a mixture of exciting methods to stimulate their maths knowledge. Activities such as maths bingo, ‘guess the number’ and interactive and enjoyable games such as ‘hit the button’ help to reinforce the opportunities that we offer.
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
