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ICT Intent
The ICT curriculum at Oak Hill school is designed to engage students’ creative curiosity whilst remaining safe using all sources of technology. The lessons are split into two weekly 45 minute lessons for key stage 3 and four weekly 45 minute lessons for key stage 4. At Oak Hill, the ICT curriculum is designed for students of all abilities and, if chosen as a key stage 4 option, the school offers Functional Skills entry levels 1-3 and levels 1 and 2. Computer Science GCSE is also available. Technology has become, and is becoming, more essential as the need to use technology within everyday life increases as well as within careers. ICT at Oak Hill aims to allow students to become computer literate. 

The curriculum 
The curriculum includes:
· How to be safe using all technology (online, gaming and social media).
· How to use all Microsoft (word, excel etc) programmes.
· How to use the e-mail functionality (in a professional manner).
· How to code.
Assessment criteria
Students complete both individual and group work and are assessed in different ways according to the key stage. Key stage 4 are assessed by the current level they are working at (according to the qualification they are taking – GCSE or Functional skills). Key stage 3 assessment is currently undergoing a change as I am starting to implement a system which shows if a student is working at foundation, expected or higher level, indicated by codes and a number (F=foundation, E= expected, H= higher, 1= low, 2=middle, 3=high). These levels are defined by expectations and ability of the students and the level will be given for the different topic areas.  
Success stories
Students have left the school confident in using ICT and have been able to use their knowledge and adapt it to help them when they start working.
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
