Design Technology
Intent
[bookmark: _GoBack]The DT curriculum at Oak Hill provides all pupils with the chance to learn and develop a range of theory and practical skills, with the aim of improving confidence and ability.  
Delivery
Design Technology is taught in a purpose built classroom/ workshop with the emphasis on practical, hands on skills. Students are encouraged to build their confidence in the workshop in a safe and friendly environment. Fun and enjoyment are key aspects of DT at Oak Hill, and the staff recognise the value of practical tasks as a therapeutic addition to academic work, as well as being a valid end in themselves. As well as improving skills and confidence, there is a strong focus on communicating ideas effectively, both verbally and through technical drawing.
Assessment is ongoing through written and practical tasks and there are two pathways open to students who wish to study DT in KS4. These are OCR GCSE and the Asdan short course.
