Part A: Pupil Premium Strategy Plan (2023 – 2024)
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Statement of Intent
	As a specialist provision, all of our pupils have additional needs and an Education Health & Care Plan (EHCP) with SEMH as their primary need. The majority of our pupils have needs in at least 3 out of 4 categories of SEN. An in increasing number have all 4.
Our aim is to use pupil premium funding to help us achieve and sustain positive outcomes for our disadvantaged pupils, particularly in terms of:
· Trusting Relationships
· Self esteem
· Emotional regulation
· Engagement in education 
· Social skills and opportunities
· Academic attainment and progress
· Progression to further and higher education
· Long term employability

At the heart of our approach is the building of positive relationships which we know are the key to success. We provide high-quality and individualised teaching, focussed on areas where disadvantaged pupils require it most. This takes place in a highly supportive and therapeutic environment.
Although our strategy is focused on the needs of disadvantaged pupils, it will benefit all pupils in our school where funding is spent on whole-school approaches, such as high-quality teaching. Implicit in the intended outcomes detailed below, is the intention that outcomes for non-disadvantaged pupils will be improved alongside progress for their disadvantaged peers. Because of their SEN needs, all of our pupils have experienced elements of disadvantage in their lives, regardless of whether or not they qualify for Pupil Premium.
We will also provide all pupils with support to develop independent life and social skills and continue to ensure that high-quality work experience, careers guidance and further and higher education guidance is available to all. 
Our strategy is integral to wider school plans for education recovery following the COVID-19 pandemic, notably through engagement with the National Tutoring Programme for pupils that have been worst affected, including non-disadvantaged pupils.    
Our strategy will be driven by the needs and strengths of each young person, based on formal and informal assessments and their EHCP annual reviews and not assumptions or labels. This will help us to ensure that we offer them the relevant skills and experience they require to be prepared for adulthood.


Challenges
This details the key challenges to achievement that we have identified among our disadvantaged pupils.
	Challenge number
	Detail of challenge  - EHCP’s along with our assessments, observations and discussions with pupils, parents / carers and other professionals show that:

	1
	Disadvantaged pupils are more likely to have experienced developmental trauma and struggle with attachments. For example, homes where domestic violence, addiction, mental health challenges, offending and anti-social behaviour are experienced.

	2
	As a result, disadvantaged pupils are more likely to struggle to emotionally regulate and will often demonstrate low self-esteem and acute anxiety.

	3
	Disadvantaged pupils have previously experienced poor attainment against age related expectations, particularly in literacy which impacts their ability to access all learning.

	4
	Disadvantaged pupils have experienced poor engagement with school, including low attendance and punctuality. Some are classified as EBSA with no attendance at all.

	5
	Disadvantaged pupils are generally more likely to have language comprehension difficulties and also have greater challenges around communicating and expressing their needs than their peers, including non-verbal, limited language and social interaction difficulties.

	6
	Disadvantaged pupils often require additional support to develop personal skills, particularly in relation to all aspects of preparing for adulthood. e.g., independent travel, applying to college and obtaining work experience.

	7
	Our assessments, observations and discussions with pupils and families demonstrate that the education, wellbeing, and wider aspects of development of many of our disadvantaged pupils have been affected by the impact of the partial school closures during the COVID-19 pandemic, and to a greater extent than for other pupils. These findings are backed up by several national studies.

All pupils are assessed termly using Oak Hill Levels which equate to Entry Level, Functional Skills and GCSE grades as well as age related expectations. These are teacher assessments as well as non-GCSE exams grades. Our results show:
· 83% of pupils make progress in English and 95% in Maths. There is no noticeable difference between PPG and non-PPG pupils.

· In English, more PPG pupils make expected or above progress (45%) compared to the non-PPG pupils (33%).

· In Maths we see the opposite. More non-PPG pupils make expected or above progress (44%) compared to the PPG pupils (27%).
