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Our Curriculum
Our curriculum aims to provide all our learners with the best opportunity to enjoy learning, aspire to secure their desired outcomes and achieve results above and beyond their expectations.   We provide a range of learning based on the individual needs of our learners and set outcomes that are as closely aligned to their EHCP’s as possible.  This commitment to individualised and personalised approaches means that we are committed prioritising innovation, creativity, positivity and proactivity to mould an engaging curriculum for the specific needs of each child regardless of their diagnosed SEMH needs. We create opportunities to track progress across the three areas of our curriculum design: safeguarding and wellbeing; Resilience and Enrichment and academic progress/destinations.
We are dedicated to ensuring that all pupils are challenged, enthused and extended from the day they join us; be that the first day of Year 7 or later.  We focus on removing the false binary of skills versus knowledge in order to expose all learners to a wide range of academic and therapeutic learning routes.  Whilst this will always include the key priorities of English; Maths; Science and SMSC, we aim to promote confidence, transferrable skills for lifelong success and includes growth mindset principles to empower our young people to thrive and set themselves aspirational goals. Achievement and progress are fundamental as well as developing active leadership skills to enable our young people to make a positive difference to the wider society.   We are also committed to exposing our students to as much of the wider world as possible.  Therefore, we plan at least four trips per term that involves visiting historic buildings, places of national significance, educational establishments, major attractions, sporting venues and careers exhibitions.

Inclusion is at the heart of our curriculum offer and we remain committed to our mantra that ‘every child can and will achieve’.  Therefore, we incorporate all the possible assessment routes and qualifications to ensure that each student, regardless of starting point, can realistically access and achieve qualifications including Entry Level Certificates, ASDAN Short Courses, B-Tec Certificates and Diplomas, Functional Skills, NVQs and GCSE.  We review our curriculum on a regular basis to ensure it meets the needs of our changing cohort and closely monitor the courses and qualifications being offered by our linked FE providers (Barnet Southgate College, Capel Manor, Building 1 Zone, Canada Villa and Oaklands College) to ensure that they offer the breadth, depth and relevance to meet pupils’ abilities aspirations.

How we assess impact

· Close monitoring of outside professionals, alternative provisions providers and therapists to ensure compliance with pupils IEP targets
· Regular tests and assessment and termly review of targets.
· Regularly entering pupils for on-demand external examinations and using results and examiners’ feedbacks to inform next ‘plan, do, review’ cycle. 
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
